       ‘Habitat destruction’ or ‘habitat loss’ takes place when the natural conditions in a habitat change. This could happen if, for example, people start using an area of land for farming or to build houses, or if the average temperature or amount of available water changes significantly. Habitat destruction is taking place all around the globe, and many environmentalists believe that it is the greatest threat that the natural world is facing. 

     People are responsible for the vast majority of incidences of habitat loss. A major reason for this is the dramatic increase in the Earth’s population. Just fifty years ago, there were about 3 billion people in the world. Now, there are more than 6.7 billion. As the number of people increase, we take over more and more of the natural world. Clearly, more land is needed for farms and towns, but industry, logging, mining and fishing are also on the increase, and the consequences for the environment can be disastrous. About half of the forests that once covered the Earth have been cut down, massive expanses of wetland have been drained, and many other areas have been built on, polluted, or otherwise damaged by human activity.
